All Roslyn instrumentalists, pianists, and vocalists are eligible to participate in the NYSSMA festivals.
But, students wishing to audition for All-State must currently be in tenth or eleventh grade and be
enrolled in a performing ensemble that meets during the school day. Students are given the opportunity to
perform a prepared piece before a judge and receive a written evaluation and grade. For older students,
these marks weigh heavily on their acceptance into All-County and All-State organizations.

Music must be selected from the current NYSSMA Manual (Edition 33 - Effective July 2022). Each
Roslyn school music teacher has this manual and all students must register through them. Also, no
photocopies of music will be permitted during auditions. Besides having original sheet music for your
child, you are required to bring one additional original copy for the judge (two originals in total).

If your child is interested in participating, please download and fill out the appropriate form and return it
along with the correct fee to their school music teacher no later than January 10, 2025. NO LATE
FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED. Please reach out to your child’s music teacher with any
questions. The registration fees for the different festivals are below.
